Another student �nished the honors program and 

graduated a semester early.

How could the program grow  
with additional resources?
Financial support would be huge, since Pathway students 

aren’t eligible for �nancial aid. They pay out of pocket, 

look to others for �nancial support, or take out private 

loans. Some aren’t able to live on campus or take a summer 

or winter class because they simply can’t a�ord it. 

We also dream about robust summer programming — 

speci�cally an in-person, residential component — and 

about additional tutoring resources for students who 

might struggle in certain subject areas. These students 

are so hardworking but sometimes just need to talk things 

through, and we’re right there to help them succeed.
